4.4 Special warnings and precautions for use

}nereased—r—}sk Cases of hlgh anion gap metabohc acidosis (HAGMA) due to pyroglutamlc
acidosis have been reported in patients with severe illness such as partictlarly-in-patients-with
severe renal impairment;— and sepsis, or in patients with malnutrition and—or other sources of
glutathione deficiency (e.g. chronic alcoholism), who were treated with paracetamol at
therapeutic dose for a prolonged period or a combination of paracetamol and flucloxacillin. If
HAGMA due to pyroglutamic acidosis is suspected, prompt discontinuation of paracetamol
and close as-wel-as-thoseusing-maximum-daily-deses-of paracetamoel-monitoring, is
recommended. ineluding-The measurement of urinary 5-oxoproline-is—recommended: may be
useful to identify pyroglutamic acidosis as underlying cause of HAGMA in patients with
multiple risk factors.

Caution should be taken when paracetamol is used concomitantly with flucloxacillin as
concurrent intake has been associated with high anion gap metabolic acidosis due to
pyroglutamic acidosis, especially in patients with risks factors (see section 4.4).

Cases of high anion gap metabolic acidosis due to pyroglutamic acidosis have been observed in
patients with risk factors using paracetamol (see section 4.4).
