Vectibix must be administered as an intravenous infusion via an infusion pump.

Prior to infusion, Vectibix should be diluted in sodium chloride 9 mg/mL (0.9%) solution for
injection to a final concentration not to exceed 10 mg/mL (for preparation instructions see
section 6.6).
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6.6 Special precautions for disposal and other handling
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Vectibix must be administered using a low protein binding 0.2 or 0.22 micrometre in-line
filter, through a peripheral line or indwelling catheter.
